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¶ There was a review of an appeal from a homeowner of an ACC request that was denied by the ACC.  

The Board decided not to overturn the ACC denial. 

o In the future, Board members will not recuse themselves from an issue that comes before the 

Board if their spouse serves on the ACC Committee.  This does not represent a conflict of 

interest.   

¶ Alcohol Use in the Clubhouse.  The Board reviewed the forms the Documents Committee drafted 

regarding alcohol use in the clubhouse.  There were some revisions made and the forms were 

accepted as revised. 

o The Office Manager will provide the forms, and keep a record of the requests from 

homeowners. 

¶ Community Garden.  The Harrisburg Improvement Committee is developing a plot of land in the 

wash for homeowners to use for planting vegetables for their home use. 

¶ Upper Gate access between Harrisburg and KOA.  The gate between Harrisburg and the KOA will 

be secured with a chain and screw-link.  This will discourage trespassers yet still provide emergency 

access. 

¶ Board members met with our Attorney to discuss changes to our rules regarding alcohol use in the 

Clubhouse as well as CC&R changes to bring us into compliance with the new Utah Codes. 

o The Alcohol use process is reasonable as written. 

o The CC&Rs are under review, and the Attorney will get back to us with recommendations.  

 

Board Goals to consider for the coming year 

1. Complete a rewrite of our governing documents to bring us into Utah Code Compliance 

2. Ensure consistency in enforcing all Governing Documents 

3. Have Office Manager and Maintenance Manager prepare operational procedures 

4. Establish a Budget/Finance Committee to make recommendations to the Board when reviewing and 

approving Operating and Reserve Budgets 

5. Improve communication with Homeowners 

6. Regular attendance by Board members at HOA Forums, and information provided to Board Members 

who cannot attend. 

7. Include in annual packed a survey of what priorities and needs are important to them. 

8. Identifying qualities and qualifications we seek in Board Members 

9. Ensure all Board correspondence (including emails) is maintained by the President, Secretary and 

Office Manager.  This should include all Office emails that address Board Members and proceedings. 

10. Ensure that all items discussed at the open forum at the Homeowners Meetings are addressed in a

The large dinosaurs we are most familiar with (T Rex, Spinosaurs, Stegosaurs, etc.) 
disappeared from earth 65 million years ago near the end of the Cretaceous Period.  What 
happened?

The impact would send up a cloud of dust and vapor so thick it would 
blot out the sun for years.  No sun, no photosynthesis, no plants, no plant eating animals, no 
meat eating animals.  The impact would have also caused massive volcanic 
eruptions.  Volcanic fire mixed with heavy atmospheric oxygen could burn up any living plant 
or animal very quickly.  What survived? - MAMMALS which were living underground and 
feeding on seeds and roots!
